Print and color the ornaments, cut them out, and hang
them on the Jesse Tree, one from every day during
Advent.

Gather as a family each day, read the Scripture verses
from the Bible, and hang the day' ornament on the Jesse
Tree. You may also choose to sing a verse of a familiar
Advent carol, such as "O Come, Emmanuel.”
